· 2 verb construction: conjugate acabar + de + infinitivo
· First you conjugate “acabar”, then you add the “de”, then the infinitive of the verb
· Acabar + de + infinitive = what someone just did
· DON’T CONJUGATE THE SECOND VERB
**We use “de” because it is part of the expression—like “tener que” or “ir + a + infinitive”; it is just a connector word—not to worry about but to know it must be there**

· ______ just cooked dinner.
· ______ just drank a pop.
· ______ and I just swam.
· ______ (form/sing) y ______ just ate tacos.
· ______ just sang.
